The 2016 Big Bash is history with the class of ’66 taking home the big prizes including attendance and giving.

So, I am asking each of you – whether you have ever given to the College or not – to pause and say a special “thank you” to that person by writing a check or go online at the college website and give in an amount of your choosing in memory or in honor of that person.  Be sure to include a note or write on the note section of the check that the gift is in memory or honor of the person you have chosen.

And, perhaps there is more than one person in your college life that deserves to be remembered.  Perhaps a check every month or quarterly or whatever to say thank you during this special year leading up to our 50th celebration.

CLASS GIFT.  The class of ’66 set a record for class gift of $8.0 million.  The College structures the class gift to recognize our gifts for the five years leading up to the reunion – so our class gift period began July 1, 2012.  It will end the weekend of our reunion in 2017.

Thus far our class has combined for $5.7+ million.  So, I truly believe this is a record we can beat as well.  With a lot of class participation, and obviously some major gifts, we can be the new record holders.

I’ll be providing specific information about the class gift and ways to give in addition to cash including pledges, estate gifts, annuities, collections, life insurance and more, but wanted to let you know about it and where we stand at this point in time.
