ATTENDANCE.  The all-time attendance record is 76.  Currently we have 61 who have indicated they plan to attend come next June. GIVING.  There are two categories – one is participation – how many of our class provides a gift from July 1, 2016 to the Friday night of next year’s Big Bash.  The class of ’66 set a new record with 75% of the class providing a gift last year.  

Let’s not wait around until next Spring to beat that record.  Let’s all go to our check books or the Wabash website today and send in a gift.  It can be for any amount and, if you wish, it can be in honor or memory of someone who helped you along the way during your Wabash years.  I sent a gift a couple months ago in memory of Dr. Robert Petty – my advisor.  I know many of you probably make year-end gifts to the College, so I encourage you to maintain that tradition, but add one more gift between now and then – perhaps for $67.

CLASS GIFT.  The class of ’66 set a record for the class gift of $8 million.  The College structures the class gift to recognize our gifts for the five years leading up to the reunion – so our class gift period began July 1, 2012.  It will end the weekend of our reunion in 2017. It includes all gifts of cash, property, stocks, pledges (if made prior to our reunion, they can be fulfilled after the reunion), insurance policies, collections and estate gifts.  We are at $5.7+ million now.  So, if you are thinking of making an estate gift to the College or if you have already done so, but not yet notified the College, now would be a great time to do either – both would count toward our class gift.
You will soon be receiving detailed information about the class gift from our reunion gift committee.  When you receive it, please take the time to review and begin planning your participation prior to the reunion next June.

MEMORY BOOK.  Phil Coons continues his fine work on the class Memory Book.  But, we need a lot more of you to send in the Memory Book form that you will find at the end of this letter. While Phil is asking for a photo, don’t let that keep you from sending in the form.  You can always add a photo later – and even if you don’t add a photo, your information will be in the book. HOTEL RESERVATIONS. Rooms are going fast – so make your reservations now to ensure you have a room close to where our class hospitality suite will be located – Holiday Inn Express. They should still have rooms after the reduced rates rooms are taken, but obviously will be at a higher rate.
