Out of 195 alumni in the Class of 1981, 78 gave for a 40.00% giving rate.  That was better 

than in 2014 by 5.  Our class gave a total of $71,442 in restricted and unrestricted funds. 

 

For the college, here are a few highlights: 

 

         5,163 alumni, parents, and friends made gifts to the Annual Fund for $3,115,677. 

 

         4,677 alumni made gifts to the College (both Annual Fund and restricted gifts).  This 

is 139 more alumni donors than FY14.  This was the fifth consecutive year for the 

College to realize an increase in the number of alumni donors.   

 

         Alumni participation was at 41.03% in FY15, which is up from 40.15% in FY14 and 

37.24% in FY13.   

 

         There were 35 classes in FY15 that finished ahead of FY14 in alumni donors with an 

increase of at least one or more alumni donors. 

 

         Of the top 10 classes in terms of alumni participation, nine of the top 10 were at 50% 

or more alumni participation.  There were 24 classes above the College’s alumni 

participation rate of 41.03%. 

 

         Seven of the 10 Big Bash reunion classes were at or above the number of alumni 

donors they had in FY14.  

 

         Celebrating their 50-year reunion, the Class of 1965 had the highest number of alumni 

donors (105) and the highest alumni giving percentage (65.63%) of any class. 

 

         The Class of 2004, had the second highest number of alumni donors of any class with 

101 alumni making a gift.  They led all classes on the 4.22 day of giving with 90 

classmates making a gift.  The Class of 2004 finished FY15 with the highest giving 

percentage (50.25%) of any class all the way back to 1967 (56.36%).    

 

         For the “Go for 2 on 4.22” day of giving, every class since 1949 had at least two 

alumni donors on the day and every class from 1959-2018 had 10 or more alumni make 

a gift on the day.
