Student Caller Application Packet

The Office of College Advancement has openings for approximately 20 student callers for the fall semester 2008 and the spring semester 2009.  Student callers should be articulate, flexible, reliable, energetic, have a positive attitude, and be enthusiastic about Wabash College.  Student callers must also be qualified to receive Employment Self-Help (ESH) as part of their financial aid package. 

The student callers will be responsible for contacting alumni for annual gifts to Wabash.  Student callers serve an important role in the Advancement process by representing Wabash and asking alumni for financial support.  This position is crucial to the mission of the College, but is also an exciting opportunity for students to make connections with alumni. 

The Annual Fund is a collection of gifts made to the College with unrestricted use.  This year the Annual Fund aims to raise $3 million from over 4,000 alumni.  These funds are used to supplement the operating budget of the College.  Therefore, these funds funnel directly to student use: scholarships, immersion learning, facility maintenance, and program funding. Wabash is able to provide many opportunities to the students because of the money raised by the Annual Fund and student callers. 

Work is available during five calling sessions throughout the year—two in the fall semester and three in the spring semester.  Students can expect to work at least two nights each week (6 hours) for those weeks the calling center is in operation.  Student callers will contact alumni Sunday through Thursday nights from 6:30pm – 9:30pm.  

Applications are due by August 25, 2008.  When your application is accepted, you will sign up for a twenty-minute interview.  Interviews will take place August 28 - 29. If you have a conflict during your chosen interview time, you must contact the Office of Annual Giving to discuss proceeding further in the application process.  
Successful applicants will be required to attend a mandatory training session one evening either on September 3 or 4, 2008. The first calling session will begin on September 7th for new student callers.
